Transparency Proposal

WS1: Granting the right of inspection to the sole designator in as outlined
in California Corporations Code §§6333 6310-3-and-6330-8.

WS1: Provide for independent appeal of DIDP decisions either to the IRP
or to an independent review panel as outlined in p. 75 in Draft 2 provided
that these options are available to individuals and businesses in addition
to the sole designator or SOs/ACs.

WS2: Review and update of DIDP policies based on CCWG
recommendations within 2 years with the goal of justifying denials with a
specific harm and limiting the scope of non-disclosure.

WS2: Require ICANN to compile and publicly post a quarterly report
providing: the names of individuals acting on ICANN’s behalf who have
been in contact with a government official; the names and titles of such
government officials; the date, nature and purpose of those government
contacts; and a line item accounting of the amount ICANN spent on
government engagement activities.
