As provided in the ICANN Bylaws, Article XI, Section 2, part 4, an advisory process has been created to allow the interests of individual Internet users to be represented in the ICANN community. 

As part of the process provided in the Bylaws for individual Internet users to organise themselves at the regional level, the African region of At-Large has reached a consensus on the contents of a Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) between the region and ICANN.  ICANN’s Legal staff have reviewed these two documents and believe that these represent a complete and valid basis for the MOU to be signed by the representatives of the African region and ICANN at the Lisbon ICANN Meeting.
ICANN have determined that a public comment period on this document is appropriate. Those wishing to comment are suggested to make their comments not later than 23 March 2006  at 12:00 EST, so that regional representatives and ICANN may take account of the comments during the Lisbon ICANN Meeting.
