Site Overview

Background

The existing site is a static HTML site which makes updating the site times consuming. The new site should be content managed and add functionality that will make the At-Large site more useful for visitors of the site.

The key objectives of the site are to:
· Add content management to make administration of the site easier.

· Add some community aspects such as forums and mailing lists.

Site Map
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The site will be content managed which will allow authorised editors to create new content. There will be some specific sections that will be fixed such as the forum, meeting calendar and search.
Technical

The site will be based on Drupal, PHP, Apache and MySQL.
Resolution

The site will be built to work to a minimum screen resolution of 800x600. At higher screen resolutions the site will remain centred and expand to fill the browser with the background colour.

General Page Layout

The basic page structure will consist of several areas which will be consistent across all pages of the site. 
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Top Navigation

This would display a set of navigation and site tools such as search, sitemap, quick links etc.

 Middle Navigation

This displays a set of navigation for linking to key areas of the site.

Main Navigation

This is the main site navigation which will display a 2 level navigation system using a floating layer over a basic menu. The actual items that appear in the navigation will be configured using the CMS

Left Navigation

This will display featured pages similar the left hand menu on www.wipo.int. The sections and links under each section will be configurable using the CMS.

Content

This will display the content specific to the page.

Specific Functionality

This section details specific functionality included on the site.

Homepage

Through the CMS it will be possible to select from several blocks to include on the homepage. Which blocks are included and the order of the blocks can be configured through the CMS. The following blocks can be selected:

· Latest news articles

· Latest comments on the forum

· Upcoming meetings

· Most frequently accessed pages

Modules can be configured to select how many elements to display and other criteria specific to each module.
Content Editing

Content editing will be performed using Drupal’s standard content editing functionality. For each page or meeting an option will be provided to add alternate language versions of the content. 

More details of multiple language support will be included in future revisions.

The following types of content can be created by administrators:

· Pages

· Meetings

· News

This content will be edited using a WYSIWYG editor which will be configured to allow the content editor access to a selection of predefined styles. This will also allow documents to be copied and pasted from MS Word and retain the basic document structure. The supported formatting is title, subtitle, bold, italic and external and internal links. In addition to these there will be the option to select from a set of styles similar to those available in MS Word, such as Heading 1, Heading 2, etc. 

The following types of content can be created by registered users and administrators:

· Comments

· Discussion topics

This content will be edited in plain text. No special formatting will be supported.

Registration and Login

Users will be required to register with the site before they are able to post to discussion groups or add comments. The registration page will require the user to fill in some information. The registration page will use the Drupal Profile module to allow site administrators to define what fields appear on the registration page.

The user management will be integrated into ICANN’s existing CiviCRM installation. Users and groups setup in CiviCRM will be automatically included on the site. New users who register on the site will be stored in the site database independent of CiviCRM. New users will be included in a registered users group, whilst CiviCRM users will belong to that group as well as any other groups they are a member of within CiviCRM.

 The following fields will always be on the registration page and will be required fields:

· Username

· Email Address

· Password

· Confirm Password

Once a user has registered with the site they can login to post to discussion groups or add comments.

Access Control

Administrators will be able to set access rules for each section of the site and each forum or meeting. Administrators will be able to select one or more groups that have access to each section, forum or meeting when they are created or by editing them after creation. Selecting the anonymous users group will allow all visitors to the site access. 
Navigation

A facility will be provided within the site administration section that will allow administrators to add new items to any navigation on the site. Items can link to pages of the site, other ICANN sites or external links.

News

A news section will be included on the site which will display the most recent new articles in date order. Administrators will be able to add new news articles which will have the following fields:

· Date

· Title

· Content

An RSS feed will be available which will allow users to subscribe to the news section and get updates as new content is added.

Meetings

Administrators will be able to create new meetings and edit or delete existing meetings. When a meeting is added it will automatically appear on calendars and upcoming events pages. The following fields will be required for each meeting:

· Start date & time

· End date & time

· Title

· Content

In addition each meeting can have a number of files attached to them. This will allow documents and media to be attached to each meeting. Where there are multiple language versions of the meeting available each file can be linked to a language. These will be displayed on each meetings details page.

For each meeting it will be possible to add sub-meetings, this option will be available when editing a meeting. A sub meeting will require the same information as a meeting but the start date & time and end date & time must be between the start and end of the parent meeting. 

Users will be able to view meetings through a selection of different views:
Calendar

This will display meetings on a calendar which can be viewed by year, month, week and day.  Users will be able to move forward and backwards through the calendar and clicking on a meeting will display the details of a meeting.
Upcoming Meetings

This view displays a list of upcoming meetings ordered by date with the meetings grouped by month similar to http://www.wipo.int/meetings/en/.

RSS

An RSS feed of all meetings will be available that will allow users to subscribe and get updates when new meetings are added.
Forums & mailing lists

The site will support several discussion forums, each of which will be integrated with a Mailman mailing list. The site will integrate a set of Drupal modules to support Mailman lists which are displayed as forums on the site. Users will be able to post to a discussion on a list via email through the mailing list or through the site. Both methods will email these lists as standard. When a topic is created it will be possible to relate it to a meeting by specifying particular keyword in the topic relating to a meeting. Once a topic has been linked to a meeting the most recent comments will be displayed on the meeting details screen and vice versa.

By default forums & mailing lists will be available to the public and will allow registered users to post to them. However administrators will be able to restrict access to any forum and related mailing list to particular groups that are setup in the Drupal permission system.

Users will have to be registered with the site to post on the mailing list through the website.

Site Search

The site search will use the standard Drupal search functionality. All content types will be searchable including meetings and discussions on the forum. An example of Drupal search and advanced search functionality is available here: http://revisionworld.com/?q=search/node/music. 

An additional administration facility will allow administrators to choose which types of content can be searched. 

RSS Feeds

Throughout the site RSS feeds will be available that allow users to subscribe to each section of the site. These will update automatically as new content is added to the site.

Theming sections

There will be one master style for the site; however it will be possible to configure sections through the administration section to adopt an alternate style allowing some sections to adopt a different colour scheme.

Sitemap

A sitemap will be generated for the site which will dynamically update as content is added to the site.

Comments

By default comments will be supported, and can be enabled for any item of content. This will use the Drupal commenting system, an example of comments in use is available here: http://drupal.org/node/148757#comments.

Comments can be enabled/disabled globally across the site through the administration system.

External Blogs

A facility to import feeds from external blogs and display them on the site will be available. A page on the site will display all the available feeds, and clicking a feed will display the feed within the At-Large site. When viewed on the At-Large site the feed will be styled to appear in the look and feel of the At-Large site. A link will be available to connect to the original site. An additional page will allow users to view an aggregated list of the latest entries to all of the feeds in date order.

An Administration section will allow administrators to add and remove feeds.
