Statement of Purpose Ad-Hoc Group Review of IDN ccTLD Fast Track Process

Background
On 15 January 2015 ICANN has opened a public comment forum for the annual review of the IDN ccTLD Fast Track Process.  According the public announcement, (https://www.icann.org/public-comments/idn-cctld-fast-track-2015-01-15-en), the input received will be used to determine appropriate updates to the current version of the Final Implementation Plan of the IDN ccTLD Fast Track Process [PDF, 851 KB] (FIP) and for the proposed IDN ccTLD policy [PDF, 376 KB], which is currently under consideration. The comment period will close on 24 Feb 2015 23:59 UTC.

Also according to the announcement, community members, the technical community, and specifically those who were directly involved in the IDN ccTLD Fast Track Process, including requesters, public authorities and end users of the delegated IDN ccTLDs, are kindly asked to provide feedback on their experience in the process. To help initiate the feedback process on the review of the IDN ccTLD Fast Track Process, ICANN staff has listed a few topics as ones that can benefit from further discussion (see announcement). However, it should be noted that the review is not limited to these topics, and comments are welcome on any part of the Fast Track Process. 

To assist ccTLDs with an interest in the IDN ccTLD Fast Track Process, in particular to facilitate interested ccTLDs in providing feedback, the ccNSO Council decided, at the suggestion of the ccNSO Council Triage Committee, to set up an Ad-Hoc Group to review the Fast Track Process, facilitate individual ccTLD feedback or directly provide input.

Statement of Purpose
The goal of the Review IDN Fast Track Process (RIFTP) Ad-Hoc group is to coordinate, facilitate, and increase the participation of ccTLD managers in ICANN's IDN ccTLD Fast Track review Process as launched on 15 January 2015. 

The RIFTP may as part of its activities take a position and provide input to the public comments forum and liaise with ICANN or other Supporting Organisations, Advisory WG’s or Technical Community on its own behalf, without implying a position from the ccNSO or the ccNSO Council. The ccNSO, its Council and individual ccTLD managers collectively or individually, may be invited to endorse or support the position or input of the RIFTP. Membership is open to any ccTLD managers (members and non-members of the ccNSO) interested in the IDN Fast Track Process. 

The members of the RIFTP may at their first meeting nominate a chair who will act as spokesperson and chair the deliberations of the group. Upon nomination of the chair, the ccNSO Council, appoints Giovanni Seppia, .eu, as preliminary chair.
