Tasks of Cross Community Group (CCG) 
· The CCG will identify issues, which are then handed over to Coordination Group (CG)
· CCG will appoint stakeholder members to CG
· CCG will provide ongoing community input to CG

Tasks Coordination Group
1. Categorizing and prioritizing issues including those identified by the Cross Community Group;
2. Building solution requirements for issues with input from the Cross Community Group; and
3. Issuing the final report/recommendations.

Coordination Group, after consulting community, will provide recommendations to the ICANN Board of Directors.
