Current Status DNSSEC in the Root
ICANN: 

Whilst waiting for the root zone to be signed, a Trust Anchor Repository is being developed as a temporary measure for an early deployment of DNSSEC. The Trust Anchor Repository publishes the DNS keys, without placing them in the root zone.
Since the DNS vulnerability discovery in June 2008, there are more efforts for the deployment of DNSSEC, as DNSSEC provides protection against such errors.

In July 2008, ICANN published a communication where it articulated its “initiatives toward operational readiness for DNSSEC signing”: http://www.icann.org/en/announcements/dnssec-paper-15jul08-en.pdf 
ICANN is currently completing a proposal for ICANN to sign the root. ICANN intends to do public consultation, however, how that consultation will be conducted is not yet certain. A competing proposal is expected from VeriSign as well.
Should the public wish ICANN to become the signer of the root, it will still need the NTIA’s approval. The functions contract between IANA and NTIA, as well as NTIA’s contract with VeriSign is likely to be modified.

ccNSO:

In San Juan, the ccNSO Council discussed whether the ccNSO should formulate a position on whether the Root Zone should be signed.
It was decided to consult the Technical Working Group and the IANA Working Group first. A survey was also launched in order to find out what the community is doing about DNSSEC.

The survey results were presented at the Los Angeles meeting, showing that 84% of the respondents thought the root zone should be signed. Almost 70% thought it should be signed by ICANN/IANA. http://www.ccnso.icann.org/surveys/dnssec-survey-report-2007.pdf 
The IANA Working Group is currently drafting a document on DNSSEC where various stakeholders, such as the Root Operators and various other technical groups have been asked to provide input. The Working Group is expected to deliver their paper by the Cairo meeting.
The Technical Working Group has not undertaken any work on the issue.
