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Dear Councilors:
I was disappointed to read from the Wiki Survey that there were zero respondents who found the Liaison Reports to be most valuable. Of course, it could be because Councilors had already read them in the Council meeting prep material. Unfortunately, a second copy of the April ALAC liaison report was mistakenly included in the May prep material, but the May report was correctly posted to the Wiki. So I hope any Councilor interested in ALAC issues will check it out at this LINK.
The ALAC has become an important participant in ICANN affairs, with a broad source of active and re-active input from as many At-Large structures (ALSs) around the world as we have ccTLD members in ccNSO. The catholic nature of Internet end-user concerns, and their responses to ICANN issues, are competently aggregated by the ALAC and presented to ICANN as Position Papers or Statements. These documents have been referred back through the RALO’s for comment and additional input before final drafting. The resulting data is analyzed and used by the ALAC ExCom to bring the at-large perspective to cross-community discussions and to ICANN staff. My liaison reports usually include links to those documents which may be of interest to ccNSO Councilors.
