1) Information on the rogue root server instance in China, with follow-up comment by Juhani Juselius.
 

"I followed this discussion with interest since we are a customer of
Autonomica's anycast services.

It think it is quite obvious that what happened in China, Autonomica has
no role in it. Autonomica has just set up one mirror site of the root in
China and taken care of it as well as they could. It is a third unknown
party (I'm NOT talking about CNNIC) who has manipulated the DNS traffic.

In my opinion, it is a good initiative to have contracts (with SLAs)
between ICANN and the root operators, but such contracts won't have any
effect preventing this kind of things to happen.

2) U.S. Department of Commerce Comments on DNS-CERT in a letter from Lawrence E. Strickling to Peter Dengate Thrush.
3) On April 9th, I attended an ALAC briefing call on DNS-CERT. The Adobe Connect link presentation was made by Yuri Ito, ICANN's Director of Global Security Programs:
Yuri explained that National Cert Teams do not have experts in all areas of DNS vulnerability and response. ICANN DNS-CERT will be designed to provide expertise, training, assistance, and co-ordination of resources, to compliment existing CERTS. They will also facilitate "Internationalization of information and education". 
When asked how many existing DNS-CERT teams there are, and how many had been approached by the ICANN team, Yuri replied that the number of existing teams was unknown but that the ICANN team had approached approximately 25. Yuri also said that the team's primary work has been conducting a "Gap analysis" and that a report will be published before Brussels. 

4) ALAC RALO Dashboard information: This is a valuable resource with links to Regional At Large Organization [RALO] spreadsheets which clearly show the countries that are served by each RALO and which of those countries have At-Large-Structures [ALS]. It also lists which of those countries' ccTLDs are members of ccNSO and which are not members. Plus columns which show which countries have ALSs, but where the ccTLD is not a member of ccNSO, and which countries have ccTLDs that are members of ccNSO, but which do not have ALSs. 
The spreadsheet was developed as a result of the Joint ALAC/NSO Outreach Project [JANOP], and wil be used in conjunction with the proposed ALS and ccTLD surveys currently in process by the JANOP Working Group.
