® As of October 2018, at ICANNG63 the WG completed its initial review of the
Uniform Rapid Suspension (URS) RPM. All proposals (including those drafted by
the three URS sub teams as well as those submitted by individual WG members)
will be included in the Phase One Initial Report for public comment, although this
decision may be revisited by the WG.

® Asof June 2019 at ICANNG5, the Sunrise and Trademark Claims RPMs Sub Teams
completed their review of: (1) the results of the professional surveys that were
conducted by the Analysis Group; (2) additional data collected previously and
initially reviewed by the full WG; (3) individual proposals submitted by WG
members; and (4) preliminary recommendations. In early July 2019, the Sub Teams
submitted their recommendations to the full WG.

® As of August 2019 the WG accepted the Sub Team recommendations and began
considering remaining open TMCH questions.
