The concepts of Safe and the Safe Framework are not well defined and applied despite being central to the proposed standard.
JTC 1/WG 13 has been tasked with developing a common approach to trust and trustworthiness to guide JTC 1's overall strategic view on projects within this field and to avoid duplication of work or diversions regarding trustworthiness. DTSP should consider a liaison with JTC 1/WG 13 to ensure that its specific requirements are addressed.

	1) Lack of clarity on the target of the safety framework: It is unclear whether the safe framework is intended for digital products themselves or the services derived from these digital products. This distinction should be explicitly stated in the document.
2) Relationship with ISO/IEC Guide 51: It is essential to provide an explanation of the relationship between the proposed document and the existing ISO/IEC Guide 51.

The KNB believes that these points are critical for ensuring the clarity and applicability of the framework.
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
