Motion on conducting the Whois Privacy and Proxy Reveal and Relay Study

Whereas, 
The WHOIS Privacy and Proxy Relay and Reveal survey, conducted at the request of the Generic Names Supporting Organization (GNSO) Council evaluated the feasibility of conducting an extensive analytical study ("full study") into communication Relay and identity Reveal requests sent for gTLD domain names registered using Proxy and Privacy services;

The findings suggest that it may be feasible to tailor a future study to provide aggregated data and basic data collection from privacy and proxy providers that may provide =useful data in understanding how privacy and proxy providers manage relay and reveal requests, and inform any future GNSO policy development activities;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT Resolved:

The GNSO Council recommends that ICANN conduct the Whois Privacy and Proxy Reveal and Relay Study as initially planned, taking into account the recommended modifications as outlined in the Interisle final report,
The GNSO Council recommends that Staff seek to develop an RFP for performance of that survey and engage an appropriate party to conduct the revised survey, and determine the availability of funds to conduct such survey.
