Application. The application process for the introduction of new gTLDs, during eligible application windows[footnoteRef:3], shall include a process allowing for the submission of applications by a relevant protected organization seeking to apply for the delegation of a label otherwise reserved under Section 1.1. The application process shall require the organization to provide documentation to establish itself as the relevant organization. The application will be subject to all applicable processes governing the introduction of new gTLDs. [bookmark: _Ref310539272]Reservation. All gTLD Registry Operators shall withhold from registration at the second level DNS labels corresponding to the following identifiers, unless otherwise specified under this section:

Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement identifiers as listed in Section 4.2.1 
(Scope 1 Identifiers)

International Olympic Committee identifiers as listed in Section 4.3 

International Governmental Organizations identifiers as listed in Section 4.4.1 
(Scope 1 Identifiers)

Existing Registrations by Third Parties Priorof Protected Identifiers 

[bookmark: _Ref310546722]Existing Registrations in gTLDs delegated prior to Implementation 2012. For Second-level Domain names matching labels protected per section 2.1 of this Policy that were (i) registered before [INSERT Policy Effective Date] in gTLDs delegated prior to 2012 and (ii) not renewed by the Registrant at Expiration, such registrations must be deleted by the Registrar after the termination of any renewal grace periods. At the time the name completes eligible grace periods and becomes eligible for deletion, the name shall be withheld from registration as per section 2.1 of this Policy.

Registration by Authorized Party


Registrations in New gTLDs.  Second-level Domain names matching labels protected per section 2.1 of this Policy registered in new gTLDs shall be handled like registrations in section 2.2.1


Registration by Protected Organizations. Relevant protected organizations may request registration of domain name matching an identifier otherwise reserved at the second-level per section 2.1 of this Policy.

DNS labels

Matching of protected identifiers to DNS labels. . Protected identifiers will be converted into DNS labels for protection under section 1, 2 or 3 of this policy according to the following rules:	Comment by Author: @IIIP IRT: Rules to be determined
1.1.1.1. If the identifier is a valid DNS label, no conversion needed.
1.1.1.2. If the identifier is a valid U-label, the DNS label will be the corresponding A-label
1.1.1.3. [bookmark: _Ref314344446]If the identifier is composed exclusively of US-ASCII characters, two labels will be generated: (1) a label resulting from removing non-LDH[footnoteRef:4] characters; (2) a label resulting from substituting non-LDH characters with hyphens where any cluster of two or more contiguous hyphens is substituted by only one hyphen.  [4:  Letter Digit Hyphen. For more information, please refer to RFC 5890 section 2.3.1 (https://tools.ietf.org/html/rfc5890)] 

1.1.1.4. If the identifier is not composed exclusively of US-ASCII characters, proceed as indicated in 4.1.1.3 and convert the resulting labels into their A-label form.

Maintenance of Protected Identifiers Lists 

Addition or change of Identifier. Only authorized representatives of the relevant organization are eligible to request changes to be made to the lists of identifiers protected under this Policy.

Removal of Identifiers. ICANN will work with Authorized representatives and relevant coordination bodies to remove Identifiers form protected lists when applicable.
