The advice of the Governmental Advisory Committee on public policy issues related to matters under deliberation within the ICANN community  matters shall be duly taken into account, both in the formulation and adoption of policies. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]In the event that the ICANN Board determines to take an action that is not consistent with such the Governmental Advisory Committee advice, it shall so inform the Committee and state the reasons why it decided not to follow that advice. 

Any such GAC advice approved by a full GAC consensus, understood to mean the practice of adopting decisions by general agreement in the absence of any formal objection, may only be rejected by a vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the Board. 	Comment by Phil Corwin: “Full” was deleted from Brett’s email of 11/20 but it is probably best to retain it, as it differentiates this situation from the type of less than full consensus described in the next paragraph. 

Any advice approved by the GAC by consensus with objections only from a very small minority of GAC members, may be rejected by a majority vote of the Board. 	Comment by Phil Corwin: The word “only” was deleted in Brett’s email of 11/20	Comment by Phil Corwin: Should an attempt be made to better define what a “very small minority” constitutes, or should that determination be left to the Board’s discretion?

If the Board rejects GAC consensus advice,  In both instances, the Governmental Advisory Committee and the ICANN Board will try, in good faith and in a timely and efficient manner, to find a mutually acceptable solution.
