Similar to an ASCIl email address, an Arabic email address consists of a local part and a domain name separated by
"@" sign, in the following format (read RTL):

Therefore, | expect that my Arabic email address (42 sl Js )@ 24,23 ,) maintains its appearance regardless of the

text language or direction of the display. Otherwise, users (readers) will get confuse.
